(3 main ward Priorities)

- ASB from E-bikes/ scooters
This is most prevalent in summer however any ASB driving will be met with S.59 warning or
seizure of the vehicle if appropriate.

- Dirt bikes in green spaces
If you do notice people riding on dirt bikes/ motorbikes in green spaces, causing ASB or
distress then please put in a report.

- Speeding on COWLEY DRIVE/ WARREN ROAD / FALMER ROAD
Regular patrols to be completed to deter/ detect speeding. Those caught speeding, will have
action taken against with Traffic offence reports (TORS). This can be issued both my PC’s and
PCSOs (Myself). | will be later this month receiving specialist training on speed recording
devices which can aid my policing approach around speeding.
